	During the next two weeks College of DuPage will be participating in a general education assessment program which will involve about 30 class sections and nearly 700 students.  Classes were randomly selected to participate in the ACT CAAP assessment program, and typically consist of beginning-of-sequence classes and 100-level classes.  This assessment process will be of enormous benefit to the college in helping to build an optimal learning environment for all students.  It will also be of benefit to students because it will give them an estimate of the general education skills they have learned so far in their college education. 





You may be enrolled in one of the classes that have been selected for this process.  If your are in a class that was randomly selected, you will receive your personal scores from the test in first class mail.  These scores will also be compared to scores of other 2-year and 4-year college students.  As a result, we are asking two things:  First, to be aware of the CAAP testing process at the college over the next two weeks.  Second, if you do participate in the testing program realize that the college is investing substantial money and resources in this program, and that we encourage you to do your very best on the test.
