We are beginning the second year of ACT/CAAP (Collegiate Assessment of Academic Proficiency) testing as a part of the general education assessment initiative.  A report on results from first years of assessment will be forthcoming.  The early data provide a favorable result from our efforts: We are documenting that our students are learning, and some significant gains are being made during the two years of education at COD.  This fall quarter we are again testing entry-level classes: Approximately 30 sections were randomly selected by the Office of Research and Planning, this includes classes taught by part-time faculty.





	This is why we are writing to you.  Your class of:   was one of the 30 sections selected.  Before going further with the design we are requesting your participation in this student assessment process.  If you would be kind enough to participate more information will follow, but here is a brief summary of the design:





	Student testing will occur during the weeks of October 4 and Oct. 11 during the regularly scheduled class periods (first day for testing is Mon., Oct. 4th, last day is Sat., Oct. 16th).  You would be able to choose which class period you would provide for testing time.  50 minutes will be needed for the testing, and administration of the test will be conducted by staff from the Testing Office and the Student Outcomes Assessment Committee (to maintain a standardized process), however you are requested to remain in the room during the testing period.  (This helps to encourage students to do their best on the test.)  Students will receive results of their tests before the end of the fall quarter.





	The first step in the success of this program is to ask your participation in this testing event.  If you would be willing to provide testing time during one of your class periods during the weeks of Oct. 4 and Oct. 11, would you please respond to my office as soon as possible and let me know which class session / day you would prefer?  We would like to have the completed list of classes by Sept. 13.  I may be reached through any of these methods:
