	This letter has two purposes.  First, to thank you for your assistance in the ACT / CAAP general education assessment process in which you participated about six weeks ago.  This is not a high school based ACT test, but rather a college-based assessment.  (CAAP stands for “Collegiate Assessment of Academic Proficiency.)  One of your classes was randomly selected to participate in this initiative which helps the College get information on its own academic programs.  So first of all, thank you sincerely for your participation.





	The second purpose is to provide you with the report from ACT / CAAP which shows your performance on the instrument used.  There is also a copy of the interpretation guidelines which should help explain your specific score.  The report also shows your score as a percentile rank compared with local students (those at COD taking the same test), and the ACT / CAAP national sample.  In addition, if your score is above the national mean, there will be a certificate enclosed, from ACT / CAAP documenting your high performance on the instrument.





	We hope this information is helpful to you as a spot-check of one skill set measured by the instruments.  The College will use this information anonymously to help build the best learning community possible for all of our students.  Please also know that in sending this information to your home, that your professor does not have any copy of the results, nor will these results impact your grades in any way.  We appreciate your participation and wish you the best in your continued life-long learning.
